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It is possible to access eConveyancer through the Key in order to obtain comparisons and illustrations for 
conveyancing work for a client. 
 
The eConveyancer integration is located in the Mortgage Product  area within the Main  tab. 
 

 
 
Click on the Conveyancing  button.  This will display a box where log-in details should be entered to 
access eConveyancer.   
 

 
 
If an existing account is held with eConveyancer, enter log-in details and click OK. 
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NB log-in details for eConveyancer can be entered in the Logins  tab of the User Details  screen which 
can be found in the Setup, Users  area of the Key.  This will avoid having to enter user details at each 
log-in.  Please refer to the User Setup  guide for further details. 
 
If no account is held with eConveyancer click No and an additional screen will be displayed allowing 
registration to be completed within the Key – see below for further details.  Alternatively you can register 
via the eConveyancer website at http://www1.utdgroup.com/legal/mortgagebroker/home.asp.  
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Following successful log-in a Conveyancing quote will then be produced based on the lowest cost 
solicitor for the client’s specific circumstances.  At this point the quote can be closed to return to the Key 
and the quote will be returned to the Client Documents  area. 
 

 
 
Alternatively click on To view  all quotes or instruct which will access the main eConveyancer website.  
Click on Compare quotes  to obtain a comparison with other solicitors. 
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This will display a quote summary page listing all the solicitors on the panel with their exact costs and 
disbursements which can be sorted according to their price, location or rating - clients and Introducers 
provide these ratings when each case completes.  
 

 
 
By clicking on the ‘R’  from the quote summary page, real recommendations can be seen for that solicitor 
provided by clients and Introducers. 
 

 
 
The comparison can be printed at this stage by clicking on the Print  button which will allow the document 
to be scanned and added back into the Key.  There is not currently an automatic function to return this 
document to the Key.  Please refer to the Document Management  user guide for details on scanning 
and adding documents into the Key. 
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Select the required solicitor which will produce a revised illustration and from where the solicitor can be 
instructed by clicking on the Instruct Solicitor  option. 
 

 
 
The quote can be printed at this stage by clicking on the Print  button which will allow the document to be 
scanned and added back into the Key.  There is not currently an automatic function to return this 
document to the Key.  Please refer to the Document Management  user guide for details on scanning 
and adding documents into the Key 
 
Once the solicitor has been instructed the case can be tracked via the eConveyancer website online 24 
hours a day / 7 days a week.  Automated e-mails will also be issued when each key stage of the 
transaction proceeds saving time in phoning the solicitor for updates and providing notification in advance 
of exchange. 
 
When finished close eConveyancer and any associated documents and you will be returned to the Key.
